At Connaught Junior School, we are committed to helping every child lead an active, healthy lifestyle. The PE and Sport Premium grant plays a vital role in achieving this by funding initiatives that enhance physical education, broaden sporting opportunities, and promote lifelong fitness habits.

How We Invested the Funding
This year, we spent £21,811.54 across three key areas:
1. Professional Development (CPD) – £1,610
· External training courses: £1,310
· Internal learning and development: £300 This investment has boosted teachers’ confidence and skills in delivering high-quality PE lessons.
2. Internal Activities – £16,919.56
· Extra-curricular opportunities: £13,287.22
· Sports competitions: £100
· Equipment and resources: £3,457.34
· Membership fees: £75 These funds have enabled us to run more clubs, purchase new equipment, and create exciting opportunities for pupils to stay active.
3. External Activities – £3,281.98
· Inter-school sports competitions: £3,281.98 Our pupils have enjoyed representing the school in competitive events, building teamwork and resilience.

Targeted Support for Inclusion
We’ve made sure the funding benefits all pupils, including:
· SEND and medical needs: Specialist equipment, inclusive training, and peer-led activities.
· Girls’ participation: Focused activities, community club links, and resources to encourage engagement.
· Disadvantaged pupils: Free before- and after-school clubs, parental engagement, and staff training to tackle inequalities.

· Staff Development: Teachers feel more confident and skilled in teaching PE.
· Pupil Engagement: Increased participation in lessons, clubs, and competitions.

· Swimming Success: 
· 85% of Year 6 pupils can swim 25m confidently.
· 70% can use a range of strokes and perform safe self-rescue.
