e Children on a Child In Need or Child Protection Plan

Do not send your child into school on Monday unless we have confirmed their place directly with you
by the end of today.

I must stress that if it is at all possible for pupils in the above categories to safely be at home, they
should be. We must remember why the widespread closure of schools has been deemed necessary
at this time.
